Our Club  normally hosts the Silver Lake Invitational High School Regatta annually in May. Local high school crews compete against high school crews from Tillsonburg, St. Catharines, Welland, London, St. Thomas, and Kitchener. It is on hold again this year due to the situation of the dam.  However  we have some dedicated athletes doing a lot of land training and commuting to gain some water time so they can then represent their  high schools and  go on to other cities to compete at higher level competitions including the Canadian Secondary Schools Rowing Association Regatta.. Throughout the summer, they also compete at regattas regionally, provincially, nationally and inter-nationally.  

Several scholarships have been offered to SLRC athletes and so far three have accepted and are in the USA rowing for schools there.  We have had provincial champions, Canadian high school champions as well as one Henley champion (international competition) in our first 10 years of rowing.
With the help of local service groups, the federal government and small business, we launched the sport of rowing in our community 12 years ago. We are seeking funds from local industry, businesses, service groups and individuals to help with the purchase of a large variety of small equipment and material necessary for the maintenance of our equipment.
