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POLICY: TOBACCO FREE ROWING CLUB                                       APRIL 10, 2011
The Silver Lake Rowing Club (SLRC) recognizes that there is ample research

demonstrating the health hazards of the use of tobacco products, including smoking,  and the

breathing of secondhand smoke. We believe rowing is a healthy sport and as such we have a

responsibility to the rowers and participants in this sport to demonstrate healthy choices.

The Silver Lake Rowing Club Board Club, in the best interest of the health and safety of the

rowers, participants, and general public, will:
1. Consistently not permit the use of any tobacco products (which includes all tobacco products in any form, such as chew, dip, snuff, cigarettes, cigars, pipes or any combination of products whether they are lit or not)  during ergattas and regattas as well as during indoor and on water training by all coaches, rowers, officials, and family members.

2. Promote tobacco free rowing using various means such as posting the Play, Live, Be Tobacco-Free logo on our website, in-house events bulletins, registration forms, posters and encouraging all coaches to promote active, healthy tobacco-free living amongst all rowers.
We will post the new Tobacco-Free policy in our “governing documents” section  on “our programs” page of our website,  


3. Enforce our tobacco free policy by encouraging all coaches, rowers, officials, and family members to respectfully remind anyone using tobacco about our tobacco free policy and kindly point to any nearby posting and let them know it is also on our website for viewing.

4. The SLRC representatives will apply consequences with people who break the policy with kind verbal warnings, then written warning to repeat offenders. Should an offender not agree to comply with this policy, they shall be asked to leave the rowing premises and crew rest area.
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
