CODE OF CONDUCT

for

SLRC YOUTH ROWING PROGRAMS

This code of conduct applies to all rowers and any assisting volunteers in Silver Lake Rowing Club’s youth rowing programs.

1. All rowers and assisting volunteers will respect the rights and feelings of others through words, actions and behaviors.

2. All participants will perform to the best of their ability, so as to not hinder the progression of themselves or others.

3. Rowers will behave appropriately and listen to the instructions of the coaches and directions of the assisting volunteers.

4. Failing to cooperate, insults, and other hurtful acts disrupt teaching and learning within the youth rowing program and will not be tolerated.

5. Rowers and assisting volunteers will respect all property of others and of Silver Lake Rowing Club.

6. Rowers and assisting volunteers will arrive on time and be prepared for sessions.

7. Use of profanity, (swearing) will not be tolerated.

8. Personal items such as cell phones, MP3s, PSPs, etc., must not be used during program time.
Consequences*:
First Offence: - A verbal warning will be issued, detailing the nature of the offence and expected appropriate behavior.  Depending on the seriousness of the offence, a phone call to the parent/guardian may ensue. The warning will be documented by the summer rowing program manager and the Youth Program Coordinator informed.

Second Offence:  - A written notice will be sent home with the rower in question to be signed by their parent/guardian. The rower will not be able to participate in further club activity until the signed notice has been submitted to the summer rowing program manager and the Youth Program Coordinator as well as the Board of Directors informed.
Third Offence:  - Immediate suspension from all club programs by the Youth Program Coordinator.

*Any serious acts of violence towards others or intentional vandalism of club property will result in immediate suspension from all club programs.
